We read about the rich urban life of San Francisco and
Los Angeles, and in newly important communities like Carmel and San Simeon, the home of William Randolph
Hearst, where, each Thursday aGernoon, automobiles packed with Hollywood celebrities would arrive from
Southern California for the long weekend at Hearst Castle.
